OUR WORK IS OUR PLAY...

The program at Riverbend Christian School is structured to be developmentally appropriate.
Through much study we have come to believe that young children learn best through play. A
group of children in the block center or homeliving area are learning to solve problems, create
new objects, take risks, and think in new ways.

As children play with each other, they learn to see another child’'s point of view and begin to be
more empathetic and caring. Children who play alone may be practicing new ideas they have
developed. They may be trying out a new way to do something before bringing the idea to the

group.

Research indicates that intrinsic motivation, when we learn something primarily because we find
the task enjoyable, is a more effective and satisfying way to learn. We make an effort to provide
materials and activities that provide choice and are of interest to the children. By doing this we
encourage higher level thinking and problem solving, while providing an appropriate educational
setting for your child. Play is a child’s work. It is the vehicle for developing cognitive, social,
emotional, physical and language skills.



HOURS AND CALENDAR..

All age groups meet from 9:00 a.m. to 1:30 p.m. Monday through Friday. Class begins at 9:00 a.m. and
children may not be taken to their classrooms before 9:00 a.m. Teachers use this time for planning
and set up.

Your prompt arrival to pick up your child in all areas by 1:30 p.m. is appreciated. In the event of your
lateness, the following fees will be assessed:

1:30-1:40 p.m........... $10.00 charge
after 1:40 p.m............ $1.00 charge for each additional minute

Children who are not picked up by 1:35 will be brought to the office to await pick up. If an emergency
situation arises that you may be late in picking up your child from school, please contact the director
as soon as possible to make proper arrangements.

During the 2011-2012 school year, the Riverbend Christian School program will operate September 6,
2011 to May 17, 2012. School calendars are distributed at the beginning of the school year. The
calendar is also available on our website www.rbcschool.com. Please note school closings and
holidays. During Christmas and Spring Break, the school may be closed longer than 5 days in a row.

FEES & TUITION..

There is a $150 registration fee per child per school year. This fee is due at the time of regis-
tration and is not refundable at any time.

In May 2011 or at the time of enrollment, whichever comes first, May 2012 Tuition Deposit is
due. This is simply the last month’s tuition paid ahead of time. For any withdrawal before
March 1, 2012 the May deposit will be applied to the last month attended or refunded if no fees
are outstanding. If a child withdraws after March 1, 2012 the May deposit is not refunded
and cannot be applied to outstanding tuition.

Riverbend Christian School requires a written notice of withdrawal at least 30 days in
advance. Notices may be mailed to the school, sent to ahudson@riverbend.com, turned in to
the school office in person or faxed to 327-3895. You will receive confirmation that your child
has been withdrawn from the program. The May Deposit will be applied to your child’s final 30
days or will be refunded if tuition has already been paid that month.

Tuition is due on the FIRST DAY of each month. A late fee of $20.00 per month will be
assessed on the 6th. At the end of each month, Alicia will send you a statement via e-mail to
remind you that the next month’s tuition due date is nearing. Failure to receive these e-mails
does not void last fees if you do not pay on time. These statements are for your information
only and do not need to included with your payment.

Personal checks and money orders payable to “Riverbend Christian School” or “"RBCS"” may be
mailed to the school address or placed in the tuition box located at the school office. No
credit or debit cards are accepted. Checks are also accepted through your bank’s bill pay.

No refund is made for absences, bad weather days, teacher in-service days, holidays or any
day the school is closed due to unforeseen circumstances. Absences may not be made up.

There is a $20.00 returned check fee per returned check. We will not redeposit the check;
you will be responsible for re-submitting payment.

In the event that tuition becomes past due, Riverbend Christian School, Inc. holds the right to
withdraw a child from the program. Any child may be withdrawn at the end of the second
month in which tuition is not paid, and the spot will be filled immediately. If circumstances
arise that make it difficult to pay tuition, please see Alicia at the school office to set up a pay
schedule and sign a pay agreement.
